Geographic Information Systems (GIS) is an increasingly ubiquitous technology in research, education, and our daily lives.  Scholars are discovering the usefulness of GIS data in non-traditional fields such as the humanities and social sciences.  This one-day course serves as both an introduction to GIS and to its application within an academic environment.  


The Geographic Information Science Center at the University of California Berkeley is offering a one-day workshop: A Survey of GIS Applications for the Social Sciences and Humanities.  From working with digital imagery from satellite photography and scanned maps, to integrating information such as archaeological artifact locations collected from GPS instruments, to analysis of spatial phenomena such as population dispersion patterns, the class introduces a range of GIS applications relevant to scholars in the social sciences and humanities.  


Participants will complete hands-on exercises that provide an opportunity for them to explore a number of GIS applications that range from free to fee-based and from simple to challenging in terms of their complexity and capabilities.  Course participants will each receive a copy of a free GIS data viewer as well as an evaluation copy of the powerful desktop GIS software that is explored in the class.
